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SIN SEPARATES ME

You cannot experience God's love when you ignore
Him. People search everywhere for meaning and
fulfilment—but not with God. They don’t trust God
and ignore His ways. The Bible calls this sin. Ever-
yone has sinned.

Sin damages your relationships with other people
and with God. It keeps us from experiencing the
fulfilling life that God intends for us. The result:
you are eternally separated from God and the life
He planned for you.

The Bible: Romans 3:23 and Isaiah 59:2
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JESUS RESCUES ME

Sin does not stop God from loving you. Because of
God's great love, He became a human being in Jesus
Christ and gave His life for you. At the cross, Jesus
took your place and paid the penalty of death that
you deserve for your sins.

Jesus died, but He rose to life again. Jesus offers
you peace with God and a personal relationship
with Him. Through faith in Jesus, you can experi-
ence God's love daily, discover your purpose and
have eternal life after death.

The Bible: 1 Peter 3:18 and Romans 5:8
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WILL I TRUST JESUS?

God has already done everything to show you how
much He loves you. Through a relationship with
Jesus Christ, He offers you fulfillment and eternal
life.  This involves agreeing that you are sinful,
accepting God'’s forgiveness, and turning away from
your sin and toward God.

You choose to trust Jesus when you believe and
confess that Jesus is Lord and surrender your life
to Him. Are you ready to place your trust in Jesus?

The Bible: John 1:12 and Revelation 3:20



@ PRAY

Talk to God every day. You can talk to Him about
everything. That is prayer. Take time to listen to Him
as well.

@ READ

Read the Bible. Itis God‘s message for us, and we get
to know Him better through His word. The best place
to startreading is in the New Testament. Begin with
a small section each day.



© MEET

Meet together with other people who believe in
Jesus, too. Look for a church or a Christian commu-
nity where you feel comfortable and can grow in
your faith with others.

O SHARE

Tell others what you experience with God, and share
what Jesus has done for them (e.g. with THE FOUR).
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
